SERVICES 
* Directed Learning Activities (DLAs) 
 Complete instructor-designed writing-related activities available at the Writing Center. 
 Complete the independent portion of the activity in the Writing Center — no appointment 

needed.  
 Make an appointment to meet with a tutor for the review session. 
 
* Workshops (50 minutes to an hour) 
 Sign up for a workshop on a specific writing topic. 
 Remember that you can have one spot on the confirmed list and multiple spots on wait lists. 

 No more than 10 people per workshop may attend. 
 
* Study Groups (50 minutes to an hour) 

 Sign up for an Apprentice tutor-led small group session on a specific writing topic. 
 Remember that you can have one spot on the confirmed list and multiple spots on wait lists. 

 No more than eight people per study group may attend. 
 
Tutoring (DOES NOT count toward five-hour supplemental learning requirement) 
 Schedule a 30-minute one-on-one session with a tutor. 
 Refine your writing process (brainstorming, outlining, revising, and editing) with a tutor. 
 Bring your instructor’s directions. 
 Know what kind of help you need from the tutor. 

 
* Counts toward the five-hour supplemental learning requirement 

HELPFUL HINTS 
1. Increase your chances of getting a confirmed spot for a workshop or study group by call-

ing or visiting when we open for the day. 
2. You are allowed one DLA, workshop, study group, and tutor session appointment per day 

and at a time.  
3. You may need to print some of the DLAs.  Printing costs 10 cents per copy.  

Advanced appointments can be 
made up to six business days in 
advance.  If you walk in without 

an appointment, you will be given 
the next open time slot or put on 
a standby list and seen as soon 

as possible. 

If you forget to sign out, you’ll 
only get one minute of credit!
